MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1) Fig.1
1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box. If necessary,

remove the existing fixture and its mounting hardware.
2. Carefully remove the new fixture from the carton and check that all parts féiffné‘nﬁi?;?;”‘*
are included as shown in the illustration.

3. Pull the upper housing of the fixture and adjust all arms (H) into equal B c
part distribution. b
4. Fixture includes three 12" and one 6" rods. Determine desired hanging E
height and thread rods (F1/F2) to all thread (G). Feed fixture wire
carefully through each rod. If installing with one 6" rod only the threaded
nipple must be removed.

5. Secure rods (F1/F2) to the swivel of canopy (D). i
6. Connect the white input wire from the driver to the white wire from the Fl
junction box; connect the black input wire from driver to the black wire A
from the junction box with wire nuts. (Fig. 3)
7. Put the driver into the junction box (not included). (Note: To be installed
with a 4” round or octagon junction box). Pull out the output wires from
the driver.
8. Attach the mounting plate (A) to the junction box (not included) using
mounting screws (C) (Size: 8-32%1/2” L). The side of the mounting plate
marked “GND” must face out.
CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig.2)
9. The red and black input wires from the led module are marked LED+ &
LED-. There is a driver inside of canopy (F). Connect the red output wire
(marked output+) from the driver to the red wire (marked LED+) from the
LED module and the black one (marked output-) to the black wire
(marked LED-) from the LED module with P1 wire nuts. See Fig. 2,
make sure that all wire connectors are secured. If your junction box has
a ground wire (green or bare copper), connect the fixtures ground wire
to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture ground wire directly to the mounting
plate (A) using the green screw (B) provided. Carefully push all wires
into junction box, don't pinch any wire. .
