1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box and remove the Candle cover (4)
old fixture including the mounting hardware. Ground Screw (1)

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a clear
area. Take care not to misplace any small parts necessary for
installation.

3. Position mounting plate (B) on wall and mark location of four holes on
mounting plate where plastic anchors (M) will be inserted. Drill holes I~
into wall and insert plastic anchors (M). L

4. Attach mounting plate (B) using outlet box screws (C) to outlet box (A) K ~:]
(not included). The side of mounting plate marked "GND" must face [ F
out. Then secure wood screws (N,4pcs) into plastic anchors (M). (Fig

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 2)

5. Connect electrical wires as shown in Fig.2 with connectors (E), making
sure that all wire connectors are secured. If your outlet box (A) has a
ground wire (green or bare copper), connect fixture’s ground wire to it.

Otherwise, connect fixture’s ground wire directly to mounting plate (B) S—
using green screw (D) provided. —

6. Tuck wire connectors neatly into the outlet box (A).

7. Loosen screws (L,2pcs) and separate upper cover (K) from fixture

body.

8. Install (2) two candelabra base bulb (1) up to 60 Watts, or CFL or LED 1 Candle cover#
equivalent (not included), in accordance with the fixture specification. — 78602:

9. Secure upper cover (K) to the fixture body by using screws (L,2pcs) CCV21086P-899/44
until tight.

10. Secure the back plate (F) to the mounting plate (B) using mounting
screws (G,4pcs) and plastic washers (H) until tight. Fig.2 i |
