PREPARATION (Fig.1)

1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box and remove
the old fixture including the mounting hardware.

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a

3. Position mounting plate (B) over ceiling and mark location of eight
holes on mounting plate (B) where plastic anchors (A) will be
inserted. Drill holes into ceiling and insert plastic anchor (A).

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 2)

6. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig 2, making sure that
all wire connectors are secured. If your junction box has a ground
wire (green or bare copper), connect fixture’s ground wire to it.
Otherwise, connect fixture’s ground wire directly to the mounting
plate (B) using green screw provided.

7. Tuck wire connectors neatly into the junction box.

COMPLETING THE INSTALLATION (Fig. 1)

8. Raise canopy (G) up to ceiling and secure with the cap nuts (H).

9. Connect the shade (J) to cable (I). Adjust the length of cable (1) to
the desired height by pushing the wire strainer(K) on canopy (G).

Replacing LED module (Fig. 1)

The LED module can be replaced by a qualified electrician without
cutting of wire and without damage to any decorative element to
which the fixture is attached. See installation steps for more details
(Fig.1).

a. Shut off the power.

b. Disconnect the LED shade (J) from cable (I). Replace a new LED

shade (J). Fig. 2
